Verses 2-19 are a good description of
Stromwell’ s past (and of course, Batman
knocked out all of Thorne' s goons and
Thorne). All Stromwell has done so far is
create misery. Verses 20-21 reflect the
redemptive work that is started to happen in
Stromwell. If Stromwell isn’t a Christian

yet, he probably soon will be.



The Scriptures speak pretty well about the
patience of Michael in this cartoon and the
type of man that Michael is portraying.
