What did you seeinthisclip? It appearsthere
are three things about plants here we have
possible weeds, flowers, and the talk of a
supposed money tree.

the yard until the money tree. She'strying to
get rich quick by pulling out supposed weeds
and then taking thistree. Thiskid is misguided,
can you help her; how should she handle her

situation?

Just like Gosalyn, we sometimes try to take the
easy way out of situations. Furthermore, we
sometimes judge others when bad choices
happen in their lives. We can't just pick them

as If they were aweed by our words and actions.

The Bible States In Matthew 13: 24-30:



Mt1324 Jesus told them another parable: “The
kingdom of heaven is like a man who sowed
good seed in hisfield.

ME132> But while everyone was sleeping, his
enemy came and sowed weeds among the
wheat, and went away.

MEL328 \When the wheat sprouted and formed
heads, then the weeds al so appeared.

ME1327 “The owner’ s servants came to him and
said, ‘Sir, didn’t you sow good seed in your
field? Where then did the weeds come from?
MEL328 « « An enemy did this,” hereplied. “The
servants asked him, ‘ Do you want us to go and
pull them up?



MEL329 « “No,” he answered, ‘ because while you
are pulling the weeds, you may root up the
wheat with them.

ME1330 | et both grow together until the harvest.
At that time |l will tell the harvesters: First
collect the weeds and tie them in bundles to be

They are aso
called tares in other versions like the King
James Version. The plant thought of
supposedly was the bearded darnel plant, very
poisonous plant according to scholars. This
plant resembled wheat and then choked the life
out of the good stuff.

The Bible States In Matthew 13:; 36-43



MEL338 Then he left the crowd and went into the
house. His disciples came to him and said,
“Explain to us the parable of the weeds in the
field.”

Mt1337 He answered, “ The one who sowed the
good seed isthe Son of Man.

Mt1338 The field is the world, and the good seed
stands for the sons of the kingdom. The weeds
are the sons of the evil one,

ME1339 and the enemy who sows them isthe
devil. The harvest is the end of the age, and the
harvesters are angels.

ME1340 « As the weeds are pulled up and burned
in the fire, so it will be at the end of the age.

MEL34 The Son of Man will send out his angels,
and they will weed out of his kingdom
everything that causes sin and all who do evil.



MEL342 They will throw them into the fiery
furnace, where there will be weeping and
gnashing of teeth.

1343 Then the righteous will shine like the sun

In the kingdom of their Father. He who has ears,
let him hear.
