Joseph’s Brothers Go to Egypt

to buy grain from Egypt.

€424 But Jacob did not send Benjamin,
Joseph'’ s brother, with the others, because he
was afraid that harm might come to him.

G425 50 | srael’ s sons were among those who
went to buy grain, for the famine was in the land
of Canaan also.



G426 Now Joseph was the governor of the land,
the one who sold grain to al its people. So when
Joseph’ s brothers arrived, they bowed down to
him with their faces to the ground.

G427 A s soon as Joseph saw his brothers, he
recognized them, but he pretended to be a
stranger and spoke harshly to them. “Where do
you come from?’ he asked. “From the land of
Canaan,” they replied, “to buy food.”

G428 Although Joseph recognized his brothers,
they did not recognize him.

€429 Then he remembered his dreams about
them and said to them, “Y ou are spies! You
have come to see where our land Is
unprotected.”

“Y our
servants have come to buy food.

%1 Then Joseph could no longer control
himself before all his attendants, and he cried
out, “Have everyone leave my presence!” So



there was no one with Joseph when he made
himself known to his brothers.

ee%2 And he wept so loudly that the Egyptians
heard him, and Pharaoh’ s household heard
about it.

Ge3 Joseph said to his brothers, “I am Joseph!
s my father still living?’ But his brothers were
not able to answer him, because they were
terrified at his presence.

%4 Then Joseph said to his brothers, “Come
close to me.” When they had done so, he said, “I
am your brother Joseph, the one you sold into

Egypt!

¢S And now, do not be distressed and do not
be angry with yourselves for selling me here,

because it was to save lives that God sent me
ahead of you.



¢4 Eor two years now there has been famine
In the land, and for the next five years there will
not be plowing and reaping.

4529 Joseph had his chariot made ready and
went to Goshen to meet hisfather Israel. As
soon as Joseph appeared before him, he threw
his arms around his father and wept for along
time.

Ge4718 \When that year was over, they came to
him the following year and said, “We cannot
hide from our lord the fact that since our money
IS gone and our livestock belongs to you, there
Is nothing left for our lord except our bodies and
our land.

G420 59 Joseph bought all the land in Egypt for
Pharaoh. The Egyptians, one and all, sold their
fields, because the famine was too severe for
them.

4933 \When Jacob had finished giving
Instructions to his sons, he drew hisfeet up into
the bed, breathed his last and was gathered to
his people.

301 Joseph threw himself upon his father and
wept over him and kissed him.

502 Then Joseph directed the physiciansin his
service to embalm his father Israel. So the
physicians embalmed him,

€303 taking afull forty days, for that was the
time required for embalming. And the Egyptians
mourned for him seventy days.



504 \When the days of mourning had passed,
Joseph said to Pharaoh’s court, “1f | have found

Joseph Reassures His Brothers

“Your father left these instructions before he
died:

Ge5017 Thisiswhat you are to say to Joseph: |
ask you to forgive your brothers the sins and the
wrongs they committed in treating you so
badly.” Now please forgive the sins of the
servants of the God of your father.” When their
message came to him, Joseph wept.



65018 His brothers then came and threw
themselves down before him. “We are your
slaves,” they said.

ce501 But Joseph said to them, “Don’t be afraid.
Am | in the place of God?

5920y ou intended to harm me, but God
Intended it for good to accomplish what is now
being done, the saving of many lives.

3021 55 then, don't be afraid. | will provide
for you and your children.” And he reassured
them and spoke kindly to them.

The Death of Joseph

Ge5022 Joseph stayed in Egypt, along with al his
father’ s family. He lived a hundred and ten
years



€023 and saw the third generation of

Ephraim’s children. Also the children of Makir
son of Manasseh were placed at birth on
Joseph’ s knees.

5924 Then Joseph said to his brothers, “1 am
about to die. But God will surely come to your
aid and take you up out of thisland to the land
he promised on oath to Abraham, | saac and
Jacob.”

302> And Joseph made the sons of Isragl
swear an oath and said, “God will surely come
to your aid, and then you must carry my bones
up from this place.”

65026 59 Joseph died at the age of a hundred
and ten. And after they embalmed him, he was
placed in a coffin in Egypt.



As Stephen in the New Testament was being
tried by the Sanhedrin, he was falsely being
accused of blasphemy and Stephen used Joseph
as an example (unfortunately he was stoned
because of angry and bitter religious fanatics—
Stephen’ s cause lived on and be became a
rallying cry later. The next section of the
scriptures we are studying is an excerpt of Acts
chapter 7

The Bible States In Acts 7: 8-17

A°78 Then he gave Abraham the covenant of
circumcision. And Abraham became the father
of Isaac and circumcised him eight days after
his birth. Later 1saac became the father of Jacob,
and Jacob became the father of the twelve
patriarchs.



ACT3 « Because the patriarchs were jeal ous of
Joseph, they sold him as a slave into Egypt. But
God was with him

AC 10 and rescued him from al histroubles. He
gave Joseph wisdom and enabled him to gain
the goodwill of Pharaoh king of Egypt; so he
made him ruler over Egypt and all his palace.

ACTH “Then afamine struck al Egypt and
Canaan, bringing great suffering, and our fathers
could not find food.

ACT12 \When Jacob heard that there was grain in
Egypt, he sent our fathers on their first visit.

ACT13 On their second visit, Joseph told his
brothers who he was, and Pharaoh learned about
Joseph'’ s family.

ACT14 After this, Joseph sent for his father Jacob
and hiswhole family, seventy-fivein all.



ACT15 Then Jacob went down to Egypt, where
he and our fathersdied.

ACT18 Their bodies were brought back to
Shechem and placed in the tomb that Abraham
had bought from the sons of Hamor at Shechem
for a certain sum of money.

ACTLT« Asthe time drew near for God to fulfill
his promise to Abraham, the number of our
people in Egypt greatly increased.

The Bible States in Hebrews 11: 22

Heb 1122 By faith Joseph, when his end was near,
spoke about the exodus of the Israelites from
Egypt and gave instructions about his bones.



In Revelation Joseph is also mentioned he has
many descendants and histribe is sealed and
represented in Heaven. These by no means are
the only ones in Heaven as some believe.

R -1 After this | saw four angels standing at the
four corners of the earth, holding back the four
winds of the earth to prevent any wind from
blowing on the land or on the sea or on any tree.

He
called out in aloud voice to the four angels who
had been given power to harm the land and the
sea:
